Herbarium File

Make a herbarium file of the plants found in your surroundings.

Procedure:

1. Put the plants between the newspaper sheets and place them on a table.
2. Stack some heavy books on top. This is a week-long process to press and dry

out your plants and flowers.
3. Once the process is done, remove your plants placed between the newspapers and

glue them on the A4 sheet.
4. Cut out a piece of paper (one for each plant) and glue them below each plant. This will

contain the following information:
1. The name of the plant.
2. The name of edible part of the plant.
