Objective:

To design a creative French restaurant 

menu using food vocabulary in French, 

complete with drawings or pictures.



Instructions for Students:

1. Give a Name to Your Restaurant

• Choose a fun or French-style name for your restaurant.

• Examples: Le Petit Chef, Chez Moi, La Table Magique, Le Goût 

Français

• Write it clearly at the top of your page like a real restaurant menu.



2. Design 4 Menu Sections

Your menu should have 4 sections, each labelled in French:

a) Entrée (Starter)

• Example: Une soupe de légumes, Une salade verte, Des escargots

• Add at least 2–3 items under this section.

b) Plat principal (Main course)

• Example: Du poulet rôti, Une pizza au fromage, Du riz et du poisson

• Add at least 3–4 items.

c) Dessert

• Example: Une glace à la vanille, Un gâteau au chocolat, Une crêpe

• Add at least 2–3 items.

d) Boisson (Drink)

• Example: Un jus d’orange, Une limonade, De l’eau, Du lait

• Add at least 2–3 drinks.



3. Add Pictures or Drawings
•Draw each dish or stick 
printed/pasted pictures (cut-outs 
from magazines or the internet).
•Place the picture next to the 
food name.
•Use neat and colourful drawings 
if you are not printing pictures.



4. Label Everything in French
•Write the names of the dishes in 
French only.
•You can write the English 
translation in small brackets if you 
like, but it is optional.
Example: Une tarte aux pommes 
(apple pie)



What to Include:
Section Minimum 
Items
Entrée 2–3 dishes
Plat principal 3–4 dishes
Dessert 2–3 items
Boisson 2–3 drinks
