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We use ‘was’ for the following:
He, She, It, names of a person, animal or thing.

For example —

1. He was at the park yesterday.
2. She was happy with her gift.
3. It was a beautiful painting.

4. Neha was in the library.

5. The dog was barking loudly.

We use ‘were’ for the following:
We, You, They, more than one person, animal or thing.

For example —

1. We were excited about the trip.

2. You were helpful during the event.
3. They were dancing on stage.

4. Anu and Meera were late to school.

5. The pencils were on the floor.
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
